There were 9 shots on target in this game, Belenenses had one and scored from it at the beginning of the second half; Lima (fw. i) running onto a pass from Brage (df) made from deep inside his own half. The Belenenses striker received the ball on the left of the pitch, ran diagonally towards goal and timed his shot to perfection to evade the approaching Helton (gk, r). Porto had a total of 24 attacks and made 8 shots on target but Belenenses frustrated them throughout the game, defending deep and restricting space in mifield. Porto got an equaliser on 63m through Fariás (fw, i), supplied by Falcao (fw, i). In the dying minutes of the game, Bruno Alves (df, k) moved into the Porto attack and almost won the game with a header that beat Nelson (gk, i) but hit the bar. 
 
Belenenses are the true masters of parking the bus in front of the goal this season, with few attacking options whilst Yontcha (fw, i) remains injured, they can only concentrate on not losing games, something they are becoming very good at. However, in their last three games I've been really impressed by their Brazilian forward Lima. Right now him and striker partner Fredy (fw, i) aren't really connecting up front, but they're both extremely fast and could become a handful. However, neither player has much to offer in the air, meaning that the precision crossing of José Pedro (mf, k) is largely going to waste.

Summary
Leiria had one shot on goal in this game, scored from it and won. Cássio (fw, i) heading in a Hugo Gomes (df, r) cross to put Leiria in front on 17m.  From this moment on Leiria didn't register a single attack and were happy to sit back and defend. Paços would made a host of opportunities but it was left to the excellence of the Leira keeper, Djuricic (gk, i) to save them. Djuricic would make one big mistake on 75m which would lead to Paços' greatest chance, when he fumbled a cross into the path of William (fw, i) but with all the time in the world, the striker struck the ball over the bar. In the dying seconds Paços threw everybody into the Leiria area for a free-kick, including their goalkeeper Cassio (gk, r), yet despite causing panic in the Leiria box, they were still unable to score.
 
Ulisses Morais has had an unsuccessful start. Two defeats in his first two games in charge, he complained after the game that his players lacked the confidence to finish the host of chances they created. The team are having real trouble scoring goals, much like Olhanense and Belenenses, and their current fortunes are much the same.  
 
Comment: Two of the most boring lowest scoring teams in the league meet in this game. If there is a favourite it has to be Belenenses, who come off the back of a fine performance last week in Porto but will be without their key player José Pedro. Belenenses really struggle for creativity without him but Lima (fw, i) has been impressive in recent games, so they do have a goalscoring possibility. Paços are looking poor and I have little confidence of their ability away from home. Belenenses supporters will expect 3 points and even without José Pedro, they should deliver.
